	Important information
IT IS AN OFFENCE to prejudice a terrorist investigation by disclosing information about it or by interfering with material that may be relevant. The maximum penalty on summary conviction is 6 months’ imprisonment or a fine or both, and on conviction on indictment 5 years’ imprisonment or a fine or both. YOU MUST NOT therefore falsify, conceal, destroy or otherwise dispose of relevant material, or disclose information liable to prejudice this investigation.
You may make representations to the court about my application in writing, or at a hearing, or both.

If you want to make written representations, make sure that the court receives them, and I receive a copy, within 2 business days of you receiving this notice.

Unless you tell me that you are content for the court to deal with my application in your absence, a hearing will be arranged.  I shall give you notice of when that hearing will be.  Please let me know within 2 business days of receiving this notice if you do NOT want a court hearing.

Explanation orders: paragraphs 13 and 14 of Schedule 5, Terrorism Act 2000
A constable may apply to a judge for an order requiring any person specified in the order to provide an explanation of any material—

(a) seized in pursuance of a warrant issued under paragraph 1 or 11 of Schedule 5, or

(b) produced or made available to a constable under paragraph 5 of Schedule 5.

An order shall not require any person to disclose any information which he or she would be entitled to refuse to disclose on grounds of legal professional privilege in proceedings in the High Court, but a lawyer may be required to provide the name and address of a client.

A person commits an offence if, in purported compliance with an order, he or she—
(a) makes a statement which he or she knows to be false or misleading in a material particular, or
(b) recklessly makes a statement which is false or misleading in a material particular.

A statement by a person in response to a requirement imposed by an order—

(a) may be made orally or in writing, and

(b) may be used in evidence against that person only on a prosecution for an offence of giving false or misleading information in purported compliance with an order.
