When to use this form

This form is for use as a supplement to an application for:

(a) a search warrant issued by a magistrate, under rules 47.26 and 47.28 of the Criminal Procedure Rules (CrimPR) and section 8 of the Police and Criminal Evidence Act 1984 (PACE),
(b) a search warrant issued by a Circuit judge, under CrimPR 47.26 and 47.30 and PACE s.9 and Schedule 1, paragraphs 2 and 12 (relying on the first set of access conditions in Schedule 1),
(c) a search warrant issued by a Circuit judge under CrimPR 47.26 and 47.30 and PACE s.9 and Schedule 1, paragraphs 3 and 12 (relying on the second set of access conditions in Schedule 1),
(d) a production order issued by a Circuit judge, under CrimPR 47.6 and 47.10 and PACE s.9 and Schedule 1, paragraphs 1, 2 and 4 (relying on the first set of access conditions in Schedule 1),

(b) the Convention on Mutual Assistance in Criminal Matters between the Member States of the European Union, and the Protocol to that Convention, established in accordance with that Article of that Treaty, or

(c) any international agreement to which the United Kingdom is a party and which is specified for the purposes of the 1996 Act in an order made by the Secretary of State.
