On xxxx
Master Xxxxx sitting at the Royal Courts of Justice considered the papers in the case and

ordered that:
1) The Claim is allocated to the Multi-Track.
2) At
 all stages the parties must consider settling this litigation by any means of Alternative Dispute Resolution (including Mediation); any party not engaging in any such means proposed by another must serve a witness statement giving reasons within 21 days
 of that proposal
; such witness statement must not be shown to the trial judge until questions of costs arise.

3) A case management conference is to be listed on xxxx
 before the assigned judge
 with a time estimate of one hour
.  

a) The case management conference has been listed for the Defendant to show cause why judgment on the issue of liability for a sum to be assessed by the Court should not be entered and the Defendant make an interim payment of damages in the sum of £xxxx.
b) The case management conference will be conducted by telephone, unless the court orders otherwise.  The Claimant must make the relevant arrangements in accordance with Practice Direction 23A Civil Procedure Rules.
c) At least 3 clear days before the case management conference the Claimant must file and send to the other party or parties preferably agreed and by email
:

i) draft directions 
ii) a chronology
iii) a statement of the issues

iv) a case summary
v) a list of issues relevant to the obtaining of expert evidence

vi) a list of the various bases of fact on which expert opinion is sought.

4) Documents must be retained as follows:
a) The parties must retain all electronically stored documents relating to the issues in this Claim.
b) The Defendant must retain all original records relevant to the issues in this Claim.

c) by 4pm on xxxx each party must serve and file with the Court
 a list of issues relevant to the search for and disclosure of electronically stored documents, or must confirm there are no such issues, following Practice Direction 31B.
 
5) The Defendant must preserve any plant and equipment relevant to the issues in this Claim.

6) Because this Order has been made without a hearing, the parties have the right to apply to have the order set aside, varied or stayed.  A party making such an application must send or deliver the application to the court (together with any appropriate fee) to arrive within 7 days of service of this Order.
� For living claimant cases, ADR will usually be inappropriate and this paragraph can be deleted.


� 21 days is a fixed time, with no option to vary within the Template (of course it can be altered manually).


� The words ‘and not less than 28 days before trial’ can always be added after the word ‘proposal’ by the managing judge if appropriate.  Not necessary for every Order.


� This paragraph need not be used, if ADR no considered appropriate as a matter of case management of an urgent claim.


� first available date after 4 weeks or as appropriate.


� Delete ‘judge’ and Add ‘Master in Room xxxx’ if in the RCJ.


� or however long.


� The following sub paragraphs to be used only as appropriate to the claim.


� This is one instance where filing is necessary.  The PD makes this necessary – NB this sub paragraph was approved by the Senior Master and his working group


� This direction could await the Order following full case management conference as part of the Disclosure directions.
