Notes for guidance for applicants
When to use this form

This form is for (i) setting out information for the court in support of an application for authority to extend pre-charge bail which is information that the applicant wants to withhold from the defendant, and (ii) explaining why the applicant believes that that information should be withheld.

Under PACE section 47ZH, on making an application for authority to extend pre-charge bail the applicant may apply also for permission to withhold information from the defendant and any legal representative of the defendant if the disclosure of that information would have any of the following results—
(i) evidence connected with an indictable offence would be interfered with or harmed,

(j) a person would be interfered with or physically injured,
(k) a person suspected of having committed an indictable offence but not yet arrested for the offence would be alerted, or
(l) the recovery of property obtained as a result of an indictable offence would be hindered.

Under CrimPR 14.20 (Application to withhold information from the defendant) the applicant must omit any such information from that part of the application that is served on the defendant (i.e. the main application), must mark the other part (i.e. this supplement) to show that it is meant only for the court (unless the court otherwise directs), and in that other part (this supplement) explain the grounds for believing that the disclosure of that information would have one of those results.
If the court refuses an application to withhold information from the defendant the applicant must either:

(m) disclose the information to the defendant, in accordance with the court’s directions, or
(n) withdraw the main application for the court to authorise an extension of pre-charge bail.

How to use this form
1. Complete the details on the front page.  The applicant’s and defendant’s contact details must be included in the main application form.
2. Give the information that you want to withhold from the defendant in the boxes that supplement boxes (1) to (4) in the main application form.  If you use an electronic version of this form, the boxes will expand: see the forms at https://www.gov.uk/guidance/criminal-procedure-rules-forms. If you use a paper version and need more space, you may attach extra sheets.
3. Complete the box that asks you to identify any information that might undermine either the main application to extend bail or this application to withhold information from the defendant.
4. Complete the box that asks you for the reasons for this application to withhold information from the defendant.
5. Send or deliver a copy of the completed form to the court.  Make sure the court knows if the application is urgent. You may send the application by secure email or by other secure electronic means (where other means are available – e.g. by uploading it to a secure website). The applicant is responsible for choosing a means of communicating with the court office that will not compromise the confidentiality of the information in this supplement. An application delivered to the court office by electronic means (including email) is valid, whether or not it includes a reproduction of your signature, as long as the court staff will recognise as genuine your electronic address (e.g. police or other agency email address).
Other details
In the main application form include your contact details and all the other information which that form collects.
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
