
APPEALING AGAINST A MAGISTRATES’ COURT DECISION

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If you pleaded not guilty you can appeal
against your conviction or sentence or both.
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If you pleaded guilty you can usually only
appeal against your sentence.
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You must send in this form not more than
15 business days after you were sentenced.(
If you miss this deadline you will have to ask the court
for permission before you can appeal.
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If you win your appeal against conviction
that is the same as being found not guilty and
the sentence will not apply. 
If you win your appeal against sentence
the court may reduce or change your sentence.
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You may be able to claim some costs.
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If you lose your appeal the Crown Court can

increase your sentence.
But, not more than the magistrates’ court could have
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sentenced you to.
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If you lose your appeal

you may have to pay costs.
