Sometimes in school and 
other places, children are 
treated unfairly based 
on their age, back-
ground, disability, or 
other things.

We are making new 
laws to help make sure 
all children are treated 
equally. 

The government is working hard to 
make sure children are treated 

equally no matter what their 
background, including tackling 

bullying in schools. 

While the 
internet is a great 
place it comes with 
some dangers. 

When you use the internet, you often 
need to give details about yourself. 
Without the right safety measures 
in place, criminals known as hackers 
might steal these details. 

This year, we put in place new rules 
to protect children on the internet, 
to help children make safer choices. 

Some children also experience 
‘cyber bullying’, which is 
bullying online e.g. on social 
media channels like SnapChat. 

We are also speaking to a 
lot of children who are in 
the care system about  
how we can improve 
children’s homes. 

Many of them said they  
wanted more time and 
opportunities to share their 
opinions with people they 
trust.

Every few years, an 
organisation called the 

united nations checks on us 
to see how well we are 

protecting your rights as a 
child, through the Convention 

on the Rights of the Child. 
We theN respond explaining 
how we protect your rights 

and HOW WE PLAN to get 
better at this. 

What are 
my rights ? 

Your rights are a set of rules about how you should be 
treated by adults and other children. You have lots of 
rights, but the main ones are: 

> TO BE PROTECTED FROM ANY HARM 

> TO BE ABLE TO PLAY 

> TO BE ABLE TO LEARN 

> TO BE LISTENED TO 

> TO HAVE A COMFORTABLE PLACE TO LIVE
