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Regardless as to whether a site is in radon affected area (RAA) or not , FM provider to maintain a register of 
subterranean work rooms or living accommodation.  

If subterranean work rooms or living accommodation is present and occupied more than 50hrs per year, 
monitoring of radon levels covering samples of relevant buildings especially those with cellular/sleeping 
accommodation to inform a subsequent risk assessment even in officially non-radon-affected areas.  

Where site or any part of it lies within a radon affected area, sample monitoring must be carried by a radon 
specialist contractor and report provided to inform a subsequent risk assessment. 

Sampling report indicates radon levels exceed; 
• 300 Bq m³ for any workplace or workroom 
• 200 Bq m³ for any home, including all cellular 

and other sleeping accommodation

Staff, prisoners and third parties should be informed of the findings of any assessment and the means by 
which the risk is controlled. Risk assessment to be shared with the local HS committee annually or more 
frequently where there is a change in the assessment. 

MoJ Property Services to complete indicative survey using UKradon - UK maps of radon. These surveys 
are to be reviewed every 3 years.  
Where identified in a radon affected area, a detailed geological survey should be obtained the British 
Geological Survey   BGS Shop · GeoReports . Surveys are to be repeated every 10 years or more frequently 
on the advice of the RPA.  
 
 
  

FM RPA to complete a Radon risk assessment. To be formally accepted and agreed by the

Mitigation survey to be completed via by FM provider, outcomes to be shared at earliest 
opportunity with MoJ PS,  local/regional HSFA’s and Governor/RPD . Mitigation controls to be 
considered, selected and implemented subject to advice of FM RPA and radon specialist 
contractor. Engineering controls will be agreed MoJ PS using appropriate funding mechanism 
based upon financial thresholds and project size. Action and mitigations to be discussed in 
Local and Group Tripartite meetings.   

 

The outcomes of monitoring survey report’s must be communicated by the FM provider without delay to the 
local and regional HSFA’s, MoJ PS and Governor/RPD.
