YOU MUST NOT therefore falsify, conceal, destroy or otherwise dispose of relevant material, or disclose information liable to prejudice this investigation.
If you want to make written comments on my application, or if you think that the court ought to arrange a hearing to consider it, please let me know within 2 business days
 of receiving this notice. I shall then immediately notify the court. It is up to the court to decide whether to arrange a hearing or not.

Customer information: paragraph 7 of Schedule 6, Terrorism Act 2000
"Customer information" means—
(a) information whether a business relationship exists or existed between a financial institution and a particular person ("a customer"),

(b) a customer's account number,

(c) a customer's full name,

(d) a customer's date of birth,

(e) a customer's address or former address,

(f) the date on which a business relationship between a financial institution and a customer begins or ends,

(g) any evidence of a customer's identity obtained by a financial institution in pursuance of or for the purposes of any legislation relating to money laundering, and

(h) the identity of a person sharing an account with a customer.

There is a business relationship between a financial institution and a person if (and only if)—
(a) there is an arrangement between them designed to facilitate the carrying out of frequent or regular transactions between them, and

(b) the total amount of payments to be made in the course of the arrangement is neither known nor capable of being ascertained when the arrangement is made.

Requirements for making a customer information order: paragraph 5 of Schedule 6, Terrorism Act 2000

A customer information order may be made only if the judge is satisfied that—
(a) the order is sought for the purposes of a terrorist investigation,

(b) the tracing of terrorist property is desirable for the purposes of the investigation, and

(c) the order will enhance the effectiveness of the investigation.

� ‘Business day’ means any day except Saturday, Sunday, Christmas Day, Boxing Day, Good Friday, Easter Monday or a bank holiday.
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
