The exporter will be notified in writing of any such
suspension or revocation and the initial period of such suspensi
or revocation. Where at the end of this initial period, the exp
has not shown compliance to DIT’s satisfaction, the perio
suspension or revocation may be extended.

place and must permit such records to be inspected and copied by
any person authorised by the Secretary of State.

Persons who registered to use previous versions of this licence do not ne
to re-register. Registrations are carried over to the current in force versi
of this licence.

The Secretary of State has the power to suspend or revoke licenc
time and in such circumstances and on such terms as he/sh KSafip! If
an exporter receives written notice to this effect, he will be prev from
relying on this licence. The power to suspend may be used in addition to
criminal prosecution or as an alternative. Suspensio ocgur for
example where an exporter is being investigated k d in relation
to a possible criminal offence or has been foun offa criminal offence
under the export control legislation. It may used in situations where
an exporter has breached the conditions of centee and failed to take
corrective action within a reasonable period'ee condition 3(2)).

Where DIT identifies failures in compliafiCe with licence conditions or
the legislation during a complianCe yisit, PIT may send a warning letter
to the exporter listing the improvements that need to be made to ensure
compliance. The letter will s& timeframe within which these
improvements must be complete®. Failure to complete these
improvements may 1 he exporter’s ability to use the licence being
suspended.

The exporter mawapplyfor Standard Individual Export Licences during
the period @f suspension. Suspension will not automatically prevent them
from using OGEL so long as they meet all its terms and

i at they have not received a letter suspending or
revoking r ability to use that licence.

e Regulation or the Order: in particular it does not extend to prohibitions
er legislation implementing United Nations sanctions.
