

Right to Contest - Application Form

This form will help you exercise the Right to Contest. The Right has two strands:

Strand 1
· Applies to land and property owned by Government Departments and their arms length bodies, which is potentially surplus or redundant and can be put to better economic use. 
· Includes land and property in use as well as unused and under-used. 
· We will write to all applicants within 6 weeks of their application. We would expect to determine most simple cases in this time. If cases take longer, we will keep applicants updated on progress.  

Applicants may wish to consider before applying the reasons Departments can give not to sell. 

Strand 2
· Applies to land and property owned by local authorities and certain other public bodies[footnoteRef:1].  [1:  This covers bodies that are listed under Schedule 16 of the Local Government and Planning Act 1980] 

· The land must be unused or underused. 
· In these cases, legislation enables the Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government to direct that a site be disposed.
· This legal basis means that cases may take longer to conclude.

Applicants may wish to contact the site owner before submitting a Right to Contest application.
