	This Order is made under Section 53(2)(b) of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 and is known as The Northumberland County Council Definitive Map Modification Order (No. 2) 2022.

	The Order was made by Northumberland County Council on 8 April 2022 and proposed to add four footpaths to the definitive map and statement.
The Council submitted the Order for confirmation to the Secretary of State for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs.

	In accordance with Paragraph 8(2) of Schedule 15 to the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 notice has been given of the proposal to confirm the Order with modifications. 

	[bookmark: bmkPoint]Summary of Decision:   The Order is confirmed subject to modifications set out below in the Formal Decision.              

	


Reasons 
I concluded in my Interim Decision of 19 June 2025 that the evidence was supportive of the dedication of three public footpaths.  I therefore proposed to remove the fourth route from the Order.  Additional modifications would have the effect of recording limitations in the Order for the routes.  No objections have been made in response to the advertisement of the proposed modifications to the Order.  
For the reasons set out in my Interim Decision, I conclude that the Order should be confirmed subject to the previously proposed modifications. 
Formal Decision
I confirm the Order subject to the following modifications: 
· Delete all entries in the Order and Order Schedule to Footpath 26.    
· Add the heading ‘Limitations’ at the end of the Order Schedule and then insert the following: 
		‘Field Gate at point X
		Gap at point G
The specified widths of 1.5 metres will be limited by the presence of established trees in places where the footpaths pass within East Wood’.   
· Delete the text relating to the confirmation of the Order by the Council. 
· Remove Footpath 26 from the Order Map.  
· Insert ‘X’ at the location of the field gate.

subsists is a public path, a restrcted byway or, subject to section 54A, a byway open to
trafc.

The authority has consulted every local authority whose area includes the land to which
the order relates. The Northumberland County Council hereby order that:

1. Forthe purposes of this Order the relevant date is 1 January 2022.

2. The Definitive Map and Statement of Public Rights of Way for the County of
Northumberland shall be modified as described in the Schedule and shown
on the map attached to the Order.

3. This Order shall take effect on the date it is confirmed and may be cited as
