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Key messages

Data reported to: 15 February 2026

During week 7, GP out-of-hours daily contacts for gastroenteritis, including diarrhoea and
vomiting, stabilised, however activity remained above expected levels. Contacts for acute
respiratory infections, influenza-like illness and @cute bronchitis or bronchiolitiséremained stable
and within seasonally expected levels.

Fully anonymised, daily GP out-of-hours (OOH) and unscheduled care service provider data are
analysed and reported here, to identify and describe trends for a variety of syndromic indicators:
1 syndromic indicators include groupings such as acute respiratory infections, fever and
gastroenteritis
1 syndromic indicators are based on:
o diagnoses recorded during OOH patient contacts
o diagnoses are based on signs/symptoms and not laboratory confirmed
0 not all contacts include a diagnosis
0 some contacts include more than one diagnosis, so may be included in
more than one syndromic indicator
1 Key messages
describes any notable trends nationally (England) and by age group
1 the full list of syndromic indicators reported here, along with their current level and
trend, are summarised in Table 1
1 charts are provided for each syndromic indicator, on a national basis and by age
group. Each chart includes data from April 2023:
o 7-day moving averages (adjusted for weekends and bank holidays) to aid
in the identification of trend
o statistical baselines (where available) to aid in the assessment of level
