Please could we request that Condition 3 is amended as follows: 
  
“No signage in the signage zones identified on the approved plans shall be illuminated or projected 
on the shopfront, unless otherwise agreed with the Local Planning Authority.” 
  
I don’t believe there is any policy or guidance that completely precludes the use of illuminated or 
projected signage so as currently drafted this condition would not be deemed reasonable. The revised 
wording allows for sensitively designed signage to come forward for consideration by the LPA under 
an advert consent application.
