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Procurement Act 2023 - Part 3 - Chapter 6 - Section 62 - Debarment List - Where a supplier is on the debarment list, contracting
authorities must or may exclude that supplier from the procurement, depending on whether the exclusion ground for which the
supplier has been put on the debarment list is mandatory or discretionary.

Please note that the debarment regime became effective on 24th February 2025. As such, the powers to investigate were
granted from this date, and until a ministerial decision is made to add a supplier following an investigation, the list will remain
blank.
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
