Representations form 


The Parole Board rules make it possible for public parole hearings to be held in some cases where it is in the interests of justice. 

Who can make representations? 

The parties involved in the case, including the prisoner, the Secretary of State and victims can all make representations in response to an application for a public hearing. Representations can also now be made by anyone from the public using this form within the relevant timeframe. 

What happens with an application: 

Once an application for a public hearing is received, the Chair of the Parole Board will invite representations from those listed above. Representations received will be considered when the Chair of the Parole Board makes their decision about whether or not to grant the application for a public hearing.

Once the Chair has made a decision on the application, the decision will be issued to parties to the proceedings and a copy of the decision will be published on the Parole Board website. 

Representations must be made within 5 working days from the time this proforma is available on our website. The deadline is noted on our website.

Please note, any representations received in relation to the application for a public hearing will be shared with the parties, including the prisoner. Representations will not be anonymised and as such, you must be willing to disclose your identify.
