2. Validation

Submit your application to the MMO via the
online system.

We carry out a brief check to make sure billing
details and basic information are correct.

Your Case Officer assesses your application in
detail.

If information is missing, your Case Officer will We consult MMO'’s statutory consultees and
ask you to update your application. invite public comments.

If issues are raised, you may be asked to help
resolve them.

A recommendation is made on whether the
licence should be granted.
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The MMO issues the final licence decision. Draft documents are shared with you before the
final decision is issued.
