Q3 HMG has incurred costs (including disbursements) of £37,151.10 in handling this claim. The
MOJ has paid £23,242 and GLD has paid £13909.10

Q4 HMG has paid £4,470 in damages to the claimant — this is made up of £2,100 damages with
the remainder being made up of the £10 payments. The MoJ has paid £3,830 of this amount
and GLD has paid £640. GLD is taking active steps to resolve this situation including an
application to the court to discharge the order. This application is pending.
