

Air Traffic Management Equipment Approved Organization Scheme (AAOS) Compliance Matrix
This matrix is provided as a means for Organizations to demonstrate compliance with the requirements of the Military Aviation Authority (MAA) Regulatory Publications in accordance with RA 3100[footnoteRef:1]. It records the Organization’s compliance position and supporting evidence for an Acceptable Means of Compliance (AMC) or any MAA acceptance of an Alternative Acceptable Means of Compliance (AAMC), Waiver, or Exemption. 	RA 1027 - Air Traffic Management Equipment Organizations – Responsibilities of Contracted Organizations
Issue ## 
	1027(1): ATM Equipment Organizations that are contracted by the UK MOD shall be approved by the MAA and comply with the MAA Regulatory Publications (MRP).
		


	

	RA 1032 - Aviation Duty Holder-Facing Organizations and Accountable Manager (Military Flying)-Facing Organizations – Roles and Responsibilities	
Issue ##
	1032(1): AA-Facing Organizations (Internal) shall deliver and supply safe aviation-related services and / or resource to ADHs / AM(MF)s.
	
	

	
	1032(2): ADHs / AM(MF)s shall ensure that Air Safety is not compromised through the delivery and supply of aviation-related services and / or resource by AA-Facing Organizations (External).
	
	

	RA 1200 - Air Safety Management
Issue ## 
	1200(1): All Aviation Duty Holders (ADH), Accountable Managers (Military Flying) (AM(MF)), Accountable Managers (AM), Heads of ADH-Facing Organizations and Heads of Establishment (HoE) involved in DAE activities shall establish and maintain an effective ASMS.
	
	

	RA 1410 - Occurrence Reporting and Management
Issue ##
	1410(1): Aviation Duty Holders (ADH), Accountable Managers (Military Flying) (AM(MF)), Accountable Managers (AM), Heads of ADH-Facing Organizations and Heads of AM(MF)-Facing Organizations (AA-Facing Organizations) shall ensure that all Air Safety reportable Occurrences are reported, managed and appropriate action taken.
	
	

	RA 1440 - Air Safety Training 
Issue ##
	1440(1): Aviation Duty Holders (ADH), Accountable Managers (Military Flying) (AM(MF)), Accountable Managers (AM), Heads of Establishment (HoE), Heads of ADH-Facing Organizations and Heads of AM(MF)-Facing Organizations (AA-Facing Organizations) shall ensure that all personnel involved in the DAE are appropriately Competent, qualified and current regarding Air Safety training.
	
	

	RA 3100 - Air Traffic Management Equipment Approved Organization Scheme
Issue ##
	3100(1): ATM Equipment Organizations contracted by the UK MOD shall be approved under the AAOS or have a defined and agreed route to being approved under the AAOS.
	
	

	
	3100(2): Changes to AAOS Approvals shall be approved by the MAA.
	
	

	
	3100(3): AAOS Organizations shall submit an AOE to the MAA.
	
	

	
	3100(4): An Organization subject to the AAOS shall comply with the MRP.
	
	

	
	3100(5): AAOS Organizations that subcontract activities in order to meet their contractual obligations to the MOD shall be responsible for providing Assurance that the subcontracted Organization is fit for purpose and has appropriate processes in place.
	
	

	RA 3102 - Air Traffic Management Equipment Approved Organization Scheme Accountable Manager 
Issue ##
	3102(1): AAOS AMs shall hold organizational authority and accountability for all activities conducted within the scope specified in their AAOS Organization’s AOE.
	
	

	RA 3104 – Air Traffic Management Equipment Approved Organization Scheme - Maintenance Records
Issue ##
	3104(1): The AAOS organization shall record details of all Maintenance work carried out.
	
	

	
	3104(2): The AAOS organization shall retain Maintenance records.
	
	

	RA 3105 – Air Traffic Management Equipment Approved Organization Scheme - Technical Information and Maintenance Documentation
Issue ##
	3105(1): The AAOS organization shall use approved, current and applicable TI when performing Maintenance, including Modifications and Repairs.
	
	

	
	3105(7): An AAOS Organization shall ensure that amendments to TI results in equivalent or improved Maintenance procedures.
	
	

	
	3105(8): The AAOS organization shall provide a common Maintenance documentation system to be used throughout all areas of the organization operating within the defined scope of Maintenance activity.
	
	

	RA 3106 – Air Traffic Management Equipment Approved Organization Scheme - Maintenance Practices
Issue ##
	3106(1): The AAOS organization shall follow approved procedures and practices for all aspects of Maintenance activity, ensuring compliance with the MAA Regulatory Publications.
	
	

	RA 3107 - Air Traffic Management Equipment Organization Scheme - Equipment, Tools and Material
Issue ##
	3107(1): The AAOS organization shall have available and use the necessary equipment, tools and material to perform its intended and approved scope of work.
	
	

	
	3107(2): The AAOS organization shall ensure that all tools, equipment and material, are controlled to ensure serviceability and accuracy.
	
	

	RA 3108 – Air Traffic Management Equipment Approved Organization Scheme - Occurrence Reporting
Issue ##
	3108(1): The AAOS organization shall report to the relevant departments of the MOD any unsafe condition of ATM Equipment that has resulted, or may result, in a Hazard to Air Safety.
	
	

	
	3108(2): The AAOS organization shall establish an internal Occurrence reporting system to enable the collection and evaluation of all Occurrence reports.
	
	

	
	3108(3): The AAOS organization shall respond to MOD sponsored reporting action in a form and manner established by the MAA.
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
